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AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE UNIVERSITY OF GUAM TO LEASE A PORTION OF THE UNIVERSITY OF GUAM MANGILAO CAMPUS TO THE UNIVERSITY OF GUAM ENDOWMENT FOUNDATION  FOR THE DEVELOPMENT, CONSTRUCTION AND MANAGEMENT OF A MEN’S AND WOMEN’S STUDENT DORMITORY, INCLUSIVE OF A CLASSROOM/LANGUAGE LAB FACILITY, AND FOR THE DEVELOPMENT AND CONSTRUCTION OF THE UNIVERSITY OF GUAM SPORTS COMPLEX.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF GUAM:

Section 1.
Legislative Intent.  I Liheslaturan Guåhan finds that the University of Guam Endowment Foundation (Foundation) is a private, non-profit, non-stock corporation organized and operated exclusively for the benefit of the University of Guam (University).  I Liheslaturan Guåhan finds that the Foundation’s Articles of Incorporation, Article III allows the Foundation to acquire real or personal property of every kind and nature, and to hold, manage and administer the same on behalf of the University.  I Liheslaturan Guåhan finds that the Foundation desires to undertake the development, construction and management of a Men’s and Women’s Student Dormitory, inclusive of a classroom/language lab facility, on behalf of the University, in accordance with the objectives of the Foundation’s Articles of Incorporation, Article III.

Further, through Public Law 27-130, I Liheslaturan Guåhan has authorized the issuance of tax credits to entities who contribute to the development and construction of an outdoor multi-purpose sports complex at the University (UOG Sports Complex).  I Liheslaturan Guåhan finds that the  Foundation desires to spearhead the development and construction of the UOG Sports complex, on behalf of the University, in accordance with the objectives of P.L. 27-130, for the purposes of enhancing the growth of such outdoor sports as football, soccer, tennis, baseball, softball and rugby on Guam and attracting not only regional and international events, but also Asian professional and college teams seeking a venue for spring training, giving a much needed boost to Guam’s tourism industry.

It is the consensus of I Liheslaturan Guåhan that this can be most efficiently accomplished by authorizing a lease agreement between the University  and the Foundation for the development, construction and management of a Men’s and Women’s Student Dormitory, inclusive of a classroom/language lab facility, and for the development and construction of the UOG Sports Complex.
Section 2.
Authorization to Lease a Portion of the University of Guam Mangilao Campus.  The University of Guam is authorized to execute a lease with the University of Guam Endowment Foundation for that portion of the University of Guam Campus in Mangilao,, particularly described as follows: 
A PARCEL OF LAND DESIGNATED AS LOT 5376 NEW-5-3, AS SHOWN ON LAND MANAGEMENT NO. 255-FY2006, DRAWING NO. PRB06-102, RE-SUBDIVISION SURVEY MAP OF LOT 5376 NEW-5-R1, AS PREPARED BY PLS NO. 62, DOC. NO. 746774, MUNICIPALITY OF MANGILAO, LAND SQUARE 18, SECTION 3,
 for the exclusive and sole purpose of the development, construction and management of a Men’s and Women’s Student Dormitory, inclusive of a classroom/language lab facility, and for the development and construction of the UOG Sports Complex.

Section 3.
Terms and Conditions. The University of Guam and the University of Guam Endowment Foundation may enter into a lease agreement relative to  leasing a portion of  the University of Guam Mangilao campus  particularly described as follows:  
A PARCEL OF LAND DESIGNATED AS LOT 5376 NEW-5-3, AS SHOWN ON LAND MANAGEMENT NO. 255-FY2006, DRAWING NO. PRB06-102, RE-SUBDIVISION SURVEY MAP OF LOT 5376 NEW-5-R1, AS PREPARED BY PLS NO. 62, DOC. NO. 746774, MUNICIPALITY OF MANGILAO, LAND SQUARE 18, SECTION 3.
The lease shall restrict use of the property to the development, construction and management of a Men’s and Women’s Student Dormitory, inclusive of a classroom/language lab facility, and to the development and construction of the UOG Sports Complex.  Any use of the property other than for these specific purposes shall render the lease null and void.  Said lease shall be executed by University of Guam and the University of Guam Endowment Foundation.  

Section 4.
Severability Clause.

If any provision of this Act or its application to any person or circumstance is  held invalid, the invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of this Act which  can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions  of this Act are severable.
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
